The Executive Committee and SCLC Executive Director discussed the matter of wage claims filed by Mr. Sergei Kagno with the California Labor Commissioner’s Office and advice provided by SCLC’s legal counsel regarding potential financial exposure and next steps.  Per the Labor Commissioner’s Office, maximum amount that can be pursued by the claimant is $661.88 representing mileage, wages and liquidated damages, if determined that claimant performed work as an employee rather than as a contractor. A hearing will be scheduled in 6 – 18 months, where Executive Director Diane Bednarski will represent SCLC.
